Pet Agreement Addendum

Owner/Agent agrres to waive the pet restriction of the lease provided that the resident and pet owner agree to and meet the following terms and conditions: 

1. Only the pet(s) listed below are authorized under this Pet Agreement. A pet cannot



exceed 40 pounds in weight when fully grown. The pet must be 6 months old. 

2. Resident shall be strictly liable for the entire amount of any wrongful death or injury to the person or property of others, caused by pet, and resident shall indemnify Owner/Agent for all costs resulting from same, including but not limited to the litigation costs and attorney fees. If requested, resident will furnish Owner with a copy of Comprehesive Personal Liability Policy to cover any loss or injury to Owner, and to any other tenants, visitors, invitees or employees in the apartment building/house or other areas. 

3. Resident agrees to clean up, which entails urine and feces inside and outside the apartment, after the pet and agrees to accept full financial responsibility and liability for any damage, injury, or actions arising from or caused by his/her pet. Pet(s) will not cause danger, nuisance, noise, health hazard, or soil the apartment/house premises, grounds, balconies, common areas, landscaping or gardens. 

4. Resident agrees to register the pet(s) in accordance with local laws and requirements. Resident also agrees to immunize pet(s) as required by law. 

5. Resident warrants that the pet(s) is housebroken. Resident warrants that the pet has no history of causing physical harm to persons or property, such as biting, scratching, chewing, etc, and further warrants that the pet(s) has no vicious history or tendencies.

6. Resident agrees to observe the following regulations:


DOG:



1. Resident shall not allow dog out of apartment unless he/she holds dog on a 



lease.




2. Barking shall not be tolerated. It is considered to be a nuisance to other 



residents.




3. Dogs are not permitted to be chained or tied up anywhere on the property.




4. Dogs are to be walked by an adult in areas designated by management.



5. No pet food is allowed outside the apartment




6. Resident shall not permit dog on playgrounds, other recreation facilities, and 



other dwelling units.




7. Beeding of dog is strictly prohibited.




8. Resident agrees to spay/neuter dog when appropriate.



CAT: 



1.Odors arising from cat litter will not be tolerated. Proper disposal of litter 



(securely bagged) must be done on a frequent basis.




2. Resident agrees to spay/neuter cat when appropriate




3. Resident agrees to de-claw cat to prevent damage to property.




4. Cats are to be kept inside at all times unless with owner and properly 




controlled. 



Birds/Fish/Caged Animals: 




1.Birds are to be properly caged.

2. Seeds and droppings will be shielded or caught to prevent accumulation or damage to property.

3. Fish tanks will be cleaned regularly to prevent foul water and/or odors

4. Hamsters must be properly caged and droppings shielded. 

5. No animal prohibited by state law as domestic pets are allowed. 

7. Resident agrees to provide a recent photo of any pet for management files.

8. Move-Out: Upon move out of the resident, if deodorization, shampooing of carpets, and/or de-fleeing is deemed necessary in the judgment of the Owner/Agent, resident shall be responsible for payment of such costs.

A letter stating the age, weight and breed of the dog, obtained by the resident, from their 

veterinarian, on the veterinarian's letterhead must be received by our office prior to the 


approval of this pet addendum. 

10. Pet Fee: Resident a one-time, pet fee nonrefundable of $300.00 in order to have the pet in the apartment/house.

11. Additional Monthly Rent: $25.00 the monthly apartment/housing rent as stated in the lease shall be increased by the foregoing amount. Pet fees are strictly for the Privilege of Owner/Agent allowing pet(s) on the premises. Any fee above shall not be used toward any present or future damages that may be caused by pet(s). 

12.  Security Deposit: Upon signing this pet addendum, resident shall deposit with the Owner/Agent the total sum of $300.00 as a security deposit for the faithful performance by resident of the terms and conditions herein. Owner shall within 14 days after termination of tenancy or furnish the resident with a written statement showing the specific itemization of any and all charges assessed. The resident may not withold payment of any portion of the last month's rent on the grounds that the security deposit would serve as payment of rent. Resident understands that if there are any damages, his/her liability is not limited to the amount of the security deposit on the account. 

13. Anyone found with an unauthorized pet will be charged the full pet deposit and monthly pet fee from your move in date stated on our original lease agreemetn. Any damages greated than the total pet deposit will be billed to the pet owner. 

The Owner/Agent reserves the right to make sure other reasonable rules as shall, in the judgement of the Owner/Agent, from time to time become necessary to protect the safety, care and cleanliness of the premises and for the preservation of good order therein. 

Resident acknowledges and agrees that Owner may at any time, and in Owner's sole and absolute discretion, revoke its consent for residents to keep pets. Owner may revoke consent if Owner/Agent receives complaints from neighbors or other residents about pet, or if Owner/Agent in Owner/Agent's sale discrection determines that the pet has disturbed the rights, comfort, convenience, or safety of neighbors or other residents. Residents shall immediately and permanently remove pet from Owner's property upon Owner's written notice that consent is revoked. 

This Pet Agreement is an Addendum to the Lease between Owner/Agent and resident. If any rule or provision of this pet agreement is violated. Owner/Agent shall have the right to demand removal of pet from the community. Any refusal by resident to immediately comply with such demand shall be deemed to be in material breach of the lease, in which event Owner shall be entilted to all the rights and remedies set forth in the lease for violations thereof, including but not limited to eviction, damages, and attorney's fees.
